
POLICY
CHILDREN AT SCHOOL OUTSIDE SCHOOL HOURS

Rationale:
To enhance the safety of children at Titirangi Primary School who are at school outside of school hours – prior to 8.15am and after 3.00pm.

Purpose:

To clarify the role and responsibility of parents and the school when children are at school outside of school hours.

Guidelines:

1. Children should not be at school before 8.15am and are expected to leave the school grounds immediately after school, unless they are enrolled in the SKIDS programme.

2. Staff may not detain pupils after school without the prior consent from parents.

3. Children enrolled in the after school programme are to go straight to this facility at the 2.55pm bell, at which time they become part of and are the responsibility of SKIDS.

4. Organised and adult supervised coaching sessions of school teams can be held at school outside of school hours.  Children participating in these teams must have parental consent.

5. Permission may be granted for activities to be held at school outside of school time.  It is the responsibility of parents to ensure that their child arrives safely at the activity, supervise them prior to the commencement of the activity and to collect them at the conclusion of the activity.

Conclusion:

Through the clarification of roles and responsibilities the Board believes that the safety of Titirangi Primary School children at school, outside school hours will be enhanced.
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
